Course Requirements:
1.  All students are to follow the Expectations of the Classroom Management Plan:  

     Be Prompt, Be Prepared, Be Responsible, Be Positive, Be Polite, and Follow all 

     School Rules.

2.  Everyday all students must bring to class a pencil, a calculator, their Physics 

     binder, Physics lab book, and their planner.  A metric ruler and protractor would  

     also be useful for homework.  The calculator does not need to be expensive.  A 
    “scientific” calculator with Trig functions (SIN, COS, TAN) and scientific 
     notation is sufficient.  Your Physics lab book is a composition book with graph  

     paper pages.  
3.  Your Physics Binder is a 3 ring binder with 4 dividers.  In the first section you 
      need a spiral notebook for class notes, class work, and homework.  In the 
      second section keep all handouts.  In the third section keep all graded papers. 

      In the fourth section keep a supply of note book paper. 
4.  Every month you will receive a calendar listing all assignments, labs, tests, etc.

     This calendar must be kept in your binder.  If you are absent, it is Your

     Responsibility to make up what you missed.  If you missed a lab, you Cannot 
     use someone else’s data.  You must make arrangement to do the lab before or 

     after school within a week of your absence.  All other makeup work must be 

     turned in within the appropriate time frame of number of days absent plus one. 
5.  All work is expected to be turned in on time.  Each quarter you will receive one 

     late assignment pass that can be used to turn in any one assignment one day late 

     without penalty.  If you do not use it during the quarter you may turn it in for 10 

     points extra credit.  Any other late work may or may not be accepted for partial 

     credit, depending on the situation.

3.  Most tests will be worth 100 points.  Tests are to be taken when scheduled.  

     Missing the day before a test does not allow you to postpone taking it.  Quiz 

     points will vary.  There will be a quiz most Fridays.

4.  Lab Reports are worth 50 points each.  Lab reports are to be neatly written in 

     your Physics lab book. The “Prelab” (beginning of the Lab Report) is typically

     assigned as homework It will be checked at the beginning of class on the day of 
     the lab.  The prelab will receive a stamp indicating that it was done on time. The 
     stamp is worth five points of the lab grade.  Lab reports are due at the beginning
     of the class on the day following the lab, unless otherwise stated.

5.  Most homework and classwork will be done in your spiral notebook.  Class 
     notes and reading notes should also be in your spiral notebook.  Some days  

     homework may be checked, but not necessarily everyday.  Spiral notebooks  

     will be collected and graded periodically.  All assignments must be clearly 
     labeled with the date, page, and problem numbers.  Work must be shown in  

     order to receive full credit for homework.  Simply listing an answer is not 

     acceptable. Worksheets typically will be collected and have a specific due 

     date.  Typically homework and classwork assignments will be worth ten points 
     each.

6. Question of the Day (Q of D) will be done on notebook paper during the first

    few minutes of class.  Each correct answer is worth three points.  If you are not   

    in class you cannot make up the Q of D.
