GRADES:

Your grade is determined by the points accumulated from:

Labs, Reviews, Quizzes, Tests, Goal Tests, Major Projects and any other activity that is done.  Grades are calculated by dividing the student’s points by total points possible. For example if there are 500 points total for the quarter, and you have 450 points, your grade will be:  450/500 x 100 = 90%
Homework~ will not be collected.  It will be checked daily in class.  Completion of homework will add percentage points to a test grade.
Quizzes~ most will be announced, although some may be pop quizzes.

Tests ~ tests will be announced at least 5 to 7 days in advanced.  Therefore if you are absent any day before the test you are still required to take the test on the scheduled day.

Lab books~  lab books will be collected and graded.

· Keep a record of your grades in your notebook and keep all work in case of discrepancies.

Classroom Procedures:

1. If you are absent YOU are responsible to get your assignment for that day.  Students have the same amount of days absent plus one to make up class work and homework missed.  Tests and quizzes will be made up on the day the student returns.

2. If you are absent on a lab day YOU must make an appointment with the instructor to make up the lab.

3. Homework will be checked at the beginning of class.  Late work is NOT accepted.  Questions on homework can be asked at the beginning of class.  
4. An assignment is considered late if it is turned in after the assignment was originally collected or checked.  
5. Use loose leaf paper for assignments, spiral will not be collected.  Name, date and assignment title must be on it.  Points will be taken off if they are missing.  Use a readable ink, preferably black or blue.  No red ink.

6. You will be allowed 2 passes per quarter.  You must have YOUR daily planner to receive the pass.  Make sure you use it wisely. 

7. Students must remain in their seats until the bell rings.
