Course Work and Grading Procedures;

Grades will be composed of the following course work:  lab books, lab reports, chemistry literature articles, topic work and topic tests.

All points are added together and your grade is calculated by dividing your points earned by total possible points.

*Keep a record of your grades in your notebook and keep all  work in case of discrepancies.

Labs:

This is a lab intensive course.  Your lab work is the core of this class.  You will be expected to keep a lab journal for your records.  This journal will have brief purpose, materials, safety, and procedure sections.  All of your observations, calculations and results should be in the journal as well as a brief conclusion at the end of your lab.  These journals will be checked weekly for points.  Lab reports (different from the lab journal) will be formal lab reports that are typed in the following format:

The introduction section should include the purpose of the experiment and how you will achieve it.  The procedure section should be simple steps that can be easily followed to reproduce the experiment.  The result section will include all data, observations, questions and calculations.  The Discussion section will explain the results of your lab and whether or not you achieved your purpose.

All of the labs for a topic (unless otherwise specified) will be handed in at one time for grading.

Topic Work:

All topics will have class work and homework.  This work will not be collected, BUT it will be checked for points.  You are responsible for keeping all work in your binder.  You are also responsible to check your work for correctness and to ask questions.

Chemistry Literature Articles:

Chemists must be knowledgeable about current research or developments in the chemistry field.  You will be reading a variety of chemistry literature, some articles will be provided, others you will have to find.  A format for writing the Chem Lit Articles will be given at a later date.
Topic Tests:

Topic tests will correspond with Goal objectives for this course. They will consist of a theory section and an application section.  The theory section will be “closed book” and the application section will be “open book”.
Class Room Procedures:

1. You are responsible to get absent work or make an appointment to make up missed labs or tests.

2. If you are absent on a binder or lab book “check” day you must submit those items on the day you return.

3. You must have all supplies with you daily.  Not all binder or lab book checks will be announced.  If you do not have your binder or lab book that day no points will be given.
