1.  Every other week, you will READ an article on a current event issue.  We will allow sports information to be used, as long as the article is appropriate and meaningful.  

**NO CURRENT EVENTS ARTICLES ON ENTERTAINMENT OR TABLOIDS.

2.  Cut out the ENTIRE article.  If you print the article from the internet, make sure you get the entire document and the URL address is attached.

3.  If you cut it out of a newspaper or magazine paste or tape the article to an UNLINED piece of paper.  (This needs to be done prior to coming to class).
4.  Complete the provided sheet pertaining to your article.

5.  Attach the article that is on the UNLINED piece of paper or printed internet article to your response paper.  Your article needs to be stapled to the top of your response sheet.
