Short Story Characterization

As we conclude our short story unit, you will need to think about all of the characters we have read about from our short stories.  For the assignment, you are to choose at least TWO characters that had a large impact on you during this unit.  In other words, who do you remember the most and why?  You need to think about these characters in a variety of ways.  You should also use this assignment to help you think about how the characters in the different stories are related.  

Assignment:  You will be making a “comic strip” of characters.  Follow the directions below to help you complete this assignment.  Use your short stories to identify direct examples from the text.  

1. Go to www.makebeliefscomix.com

2. Click “enter here”

3. On the bottom, right above the talk balloon examples, choose a four-panel design

4. Once the four panels appear, you can then choose a character (any character is fine) and click on the character.  It will appear in the box.  You can choose different positions for the character, different sizes, and different facial expressions.

5. Then, you need to choose a talk balloon or a thought balloon.  You can change the shape and size of these balloons too.

6. Click on the balloon and it will appear in the window.  Note: In order to move anything in your panel, you must click the move arrows.

7. You must include at least one character clue in each bubble.  The character clue include: 

· Physical Appearance

· Speech, Thought, and Feelings

· Interactions with others (Dialogue, Relationships, Conflict)

· Direct comments by the author

· Personal history or background information
8.  The entire panel must represent one character.  Once you have finished the four panels, print it out.  Do this one more time.

9. Don’t forget to label each comix—with the name of the character, and type in your name at the top.
10. Once you complete both of your comix, select one of the two and write a paragraph of at least SIX sentences analyzing the character you selected.  (Look back at your PowerPoint Presentation notes if you are unsure what to write about).  Your paragraph should be written/typed on a separate sheet of paper and attached to the back of your TWO comix.
